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9.   A car dealership bought a large number of air fresheners for their cars. They bought enough so that each of their 159 cars would have 15 air fresheners. How many air fresheners did they buy?

10.   A four digit number has the digits 9, 2, 4, 3 (not necessarily in that order). It is divisible without any remainders by 9 and by 18. The first two digits in this number are together divisible without any remainders by 7.  What is this number?
11.   A four digit number has the digits 8, 7, 6, 5 (not necessarily in that order). It is divisible by 15 with a remainder of 5. It is also divisible by 20 with a remainder of 5.  The first two digits added together make a prime number.  What is this number?

12.   A five digit number has the digits 1, 5, 7, 9, 3 (not necessarily in that order).  It is divisible by 25 with no remainder and divisible by 125 with a remainder of 50.  The first digit is smaller than the second digit.  What is this number?
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
